THANK YOU: To CSPD Sand Creek Division Commander Mark Smith for speaking at our
September general meeting. Since the Board’'s initial meeting with Commander Smith on
September 12, several Board members and neighbors have noticed an increase in police
patrol cars in our neighborhood, especially along University and Michigan. Our hope is that
increased police presence will help deter criminal activity in these hotspots and also may
help keep it from spilling over into the neighborhood.
